After acclimatisation at Leh for 2 to 3 days, the party would

ledve for Hot Springs and would take about a week to cover to & fro journey.

3. in view of the arduous nature of journey, it is, necessary that the

nominated officers should be below 40 years of age and medically fit to

undertake journey in high altitude area. Police officials having problems of

blood pressure (both high and low), blood sugar, hypertension, pulmonary

W problems, etc. may avoid such journey. To ensure fitness for high altitude

/ journey, the officers so nominated may please be got examined by a

competent medical authority and must be asked to carry the fitness
certificate with them, when they report at Chandigarh.
